John 14:20 At that day ye shall know that | am in my Father, and ye in me, and | in you.

| HAVE YOUR COMMANDMENTS, LORD, AND | KEEP THEM. | LOVE YOU, JESUS.
BECAUSE | LOVE YOU, THE FATHER LOVES ME. LORD JESUS, YOU LOVE ME
AND YOU MANIFEST YOURSELF TO ME.

John 14:21 He that hath my commandments, and keepeth them, he it is that loveth me:
and he that loveth me shall be loved of my Father, and | will love him, and will manifest
myself to him.

BECAUSE | LOVE YOU, LORD, | KEEP YOUR WORDS, AND THE FATHER LOVES

BUT THE FATHER HAS SENT THE COMFORTER, WHO IS THE HOLY GHOST, IN
YOUR NAME, TO ME. HOLY SPIRIT, YOU TEACH ME ALL THINGS, AND YOU
REMIND ME OF ALL THE THINGS WHICH JESUS HAS ALREADY SAID.

John 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in
my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance,
whatsoever | have said unto you.

LORD, | HAVE THE SAME PEACE THAT YOU HAVE. YOU HAVE GIVEN YOUR

give | unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.

JESUS, YOU LEFT THIS EARTH, BUT YOU HAVE COME AGAIN TO ME. | LOVE
YOU AND | REJOICE THAT YOU ARE WITH THE FATHER, FOR THE FATHER IS
GREATER THAN YOU.

John 14:28 Ye have heard how | said unto you, | go away, and come again unto you. If
ye loved me, ye would rejoice, because | said, | go unto the Father: for my Father is
greater than I.

YOU TOLD US ABOUT THIS BEFORE IT HAPPENED. AND | BELIEVE YOU.
John 14:29 And now | have told you before it come to pass, that, when it is come to
pass, ye might believe.

THE PRINCE OF THIS WORLD HAS NOTHING IN YOU, LORD.
John 14:30 Hereafter | will not talk much with you: for the prince of this world cometh,
and hath nothing in me.

JESUS, | KNOW THAT YOU LOVE THE FATHER. AND YOU DO THE FATHER’S
COMMANDMENTS. LORD, | GO WITH YOU.

John 14:31 But that the world may know that | love the Father; and as the Father gave
me commandment, even so | do. Arise, let us go hence.
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John Chapter 15

AS | KEEP YOUR COMMANDMENTS, | LIVE IN YOUR LOVE. JUST LIKE YOU
KEEP THE FATHER'S COMMANDMENTS AND YOU LIVE IN HIS LOVE.

John 15:10 If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as | have
kept my Father's commandments, and abide in his love.

JESUS, YOU HAVE SPOKEN THESE THINGS UNTO ME IN ORDER THAT YOUR
JOY MIGHT REMAIN IN ME, AND THAT MY JOY MIGHT BE FULL. YOUR JOY IS IN
ME AND MY JOY IS FULL.

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JESUS, | DID NOT CHOOSE YOU. YOU HAVE CHOSEN ME AND ORDAINED ME,
THAT | SHOULD GO AND BRING FORTH FRUIT, AND THAT MY FRUIT SHOULD
REMAIN: WHATSOEVER | ASK OF THE FATHER, IN YOUR NAME, THE FATHER
GIVES IT TO ME.

John 15:16 Ye have not chosen me, but | have chosen you, and ordained you, that ye
should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever ye
shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you.

JESUS, YOU HAVE COMMANDED US TO LOVE ONE ANOTHER.
John 15:17 These things | command you, that ye love one another.

IF THE WORLD HATES ME, | KNOW THAT IT HATED YOU BEFORE IT HATED ME.
John 15:18 If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it hated you.

IF I WERE OF THE WORLD, THE WORLD WOULD LOVE ITS OWN. BUT | AM NOT
OF THE WORLD. YOU HAVE CHOSEN ME OUT OF THE WORLD, THEREFORE
THE WORLD HATES ME.

John 15:19 If ye were of the world, the world would love his own: but because ye are
not of the world, but | have chosen you out of the world, therefore the world hateth you.

| AM NOT GREATER THAN YOU, LORD. THE WORLD PERSECUTED YOU. THE
WORLD PERSECUTES ME ALSO. IF THE WORLD KEPT YOUR SAYING, THEY
WILL KEEP MINE ALSO.

John 15:20 Remember the word that | said unto you, The servant is not greater than
his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my
saying, they will keep yours also.

LORD JESUS, THE WORLD DOES NOT KNOW THE FATHER WHO SENT YOU.
John 15:21 But all these things will they do unto you for my name's sake, because they
know not him that sent me.

John 15:22 If | had not come and spoken unto them, they had not had sin: but now they
have no cloak for their sin.

THE COMFORTER REPROVES THE WORLD OF SIN, AND OF RIGHTEOUSNESS,
AND OF JUDGMENT.

THE NATURAL MAN CANNOT BEAR ALL THE WORDS OF TRUTH.
John 16:12 | have yet many things to say unto you, but ye cannot bear them now.

BUT THE SPIRIT OF TRUTH HAS COME UNTO ME. OH, HOLY SPIRIT, YOU GUIDE
ME INTO ALL TRUTH. YOU DO NOT SPEAK OF YOURSELF, BUT WHATSOEVER
YOU HEAR, THAT DO YOU SPEAK UNTO ME. YOU SHOW ME THINGS TO COME.
John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth:
for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and
he will show you things to come.

SPIRIT OF TRUTH, YOU GLORIFY JESUS. YOU RECEIVE OF WHAT IS HIS, AND
YOU SHOW IT UNTO ME.

JESUS, YOU NO LONGER SPEAK TO ME IN PROVERBS. TODAY YOU SHOW ME
PLAINLY OF THE FATHER.

John 16:25 These things have | spoken unto you in proverbs: but the time cometh,
when | shall no more speak unto you in proverbs, but | shall show you plainly of the
Father.
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| ASK IN YOUR NAME. YOU DO NOT PRAY TO THE FATHER FOR ME, FOR THE
FATHER HIMSELF LOVES ME, BECAUSE | HAVE LOVED YOU, AND | HAVE
BELIEVED THAT YOU CAME OUT FROM GOD.

John 16:26 At that day ye shall ask in my name: and | say not unto you, that | will pray
the Father for you:

John 16:27 For the Father himself loveth you, because ye have loved me, and have
believed that | came out from God.

John 16:28 | came forth from the Father, and am come into the world: again, | leave the
world, and go to the Father.

John 16:29 His disciples said unto him, Lo, now speakest thou plainly, and speakest no
proverb. John 16:30 Now are we sure that thou knowest all things, and needest not that
any man should ask thee: by this we believe that thou camest forth from God.

John 17:3 And this is life eternal, that they might know thee the only true God, and
Jesus Christ, whom thou hast sent.
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YOU HAVE GLORIFIED THE FATHER ON THE EARTH. YOU HAVE FINISHED THE
WORK THAT THE FATHER GAVE YOU TO DO.

John 17:4 | have glorified thee on the earth: | have finished the work which thou gavest
me to do.

John 17:6 | have manifested thy name unto the men which thou gavest me out of the
world: thine they were, and thou gavest them me; and they have kept thy word.

| KNOW THAT ALL THINGS WHATSOEVER THE FATHER HAS GIVEN YOU IS OF
THE FATHER.

John 17:7 Now they have known that all things whatsoever thou hast given me are of
thee.

YOU HAVE GIVEN UNTO ME THE WORDS WHICH THE FATHER GAVE YOU.
HAVE RECEIVED THOSE WORDS. | KNOW FOR SURE THAT YOU CAME OUT
FROM THE FATHER. | BELIEVE THAT THE FATHER SENT YOU.

John 17:8 For | have given unto them the words which thou gavest me; and they have
received them, and have known surely that | came out from thee, and they have
believed that thou didst send me.

JESUS, YOU HAVE PRAYED FOR ME. THE FATHER GAVE ME TO YOU. YOU DID
NOT PRAY FOR THE WORLD, BUT FOR ME, BECAUSE | BELONG TO THE
FATHER.

John 17:9 | pray for them: | pray not for the world, but for them which thou hast given
me; for they are thine.

AND | BELONG TO YOU, LORD, AND | BELONG TO THE FATHER. JESUS, YOU
ARE GLORIFIED IN ME.
John 17:10 And all mine are thine, and thine are mine; and | am glorified in them.
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YOU ARE NO LONGER IN THE WORLD, BUT | AM IN THE WORLD. THE FATHER
KEEPS ME THROUGH HIS OWN NAME. | AM ONE WITH MY FATHER JUST AS
YOU ARE ONE WITH THE FATHER.

John 17:11 And now | am no more in the world, but these are in the world, and | come
to thee. Holy Father, keep through thine own name those whom thou hast given me,
that they may be one, as we are.

WHILE YOU WERE WITH THE DISCIPLES IN THE WORLD, YOU KEPT THEM IN
THE FATHER'S NAME. NONE WAS LOST BUT THE SON OF PERDITION, THAT
THE SCRIPTURE MIGHT BE FULFILLED.

John 17:12 While | was with them in the world, | kept them in thy name: those that thou
gavest me | have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the
scripture might be fulfilled.

YOU LEFT TO BE WITH THE FATHER, BUT YOU SPOKE THESE THINGS WHILE
STILL IN THE WORLD, THAT | MIGHT HAVE YOUR JOY FULFILLED IN ME.

John 17:13 And now come | to thee; and these things | speak in the world, that they
might have my joy fulfilled in themselves.

YOU HAVE GIVEN ME THE FATHER’'S WORD AND THE WORLD HAS HATED ME,
BECAUSE | AM NOT OF THE WORLD, EVEN AS YOU ARE NOT OF THE WORLD.
John 17:14 | have given them thy word; and the world hath hated them, because they
are not of the world, even as | am not of the world.

YOU DID NOT PRAY THAT THE FATHER SHOULD TAKE ME OUT OF THE WORLD,
BUT THAT THE FATHER KEEP ME FROM THE EVIL.

John 17:15 | pray not that thou shouldest take them out of the world, but that thou
shouldest keep them from the euvil.

| AM NOT OF THE WORLD, EVEN AS YOU ARE NOT OF THE WORLD.
John 17:16 They are not of the world, even as | am not of the world.

| AM SANCTIFIED THROUGH THE FATHER’S TRUTH. FATHER, THY WORD IS
TRUTH.
John 17:17 Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.
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JESUS, YOU HAVE SENT ME INTO THE WORLD, EVEN AS THE FATHER SENT
YOU INTO THE WORLD.

John 17:18 As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have | also sent them into the
world.

YOU HAVE SANCTIFIED YOURSELF FOR MY SAKE, THAT | ALSO MIGHT BE
SANCTIFIED THROUGH THE TRUTH.

John 17:19 And for their sakes | sanctify myself, that they also might be sanctified
through the truth.
