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I Am Is With You 

 

Mark 1:14-15 KJV Now after that John was put in prison, Jesus came into 

Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God, [15] And saying, The 

time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand: repent ye, and believe the 

gospel. 

 

The time is fulfilled 

When Jesus was baptized by John the Baptist, that was coronation day for Him to 

become the Last Adam. Then Jesus was victorious over Satan's temptations in the 

wilderness. He succeeded where the first Adam failed. Now Jesus is the last Adam, 

the king of the kingdom of God.  

 

The kingdom of God is at hand 

Anything that is at hand is within your reach. It is available to you now. It is yours 

and you can have it now. God has made the power of His kingdom available to you 

through Jesus, the king of the kingdom of God. That is the good news (the gospel) 

of the kingdom of God.  

 

Repent ye, and believe the gospel 

Jesus is saying you need to change your mind because you have not believed God 

will exercise His power on your behalf. Change your mind and believe the gospel 

of the kingdom. God is very willing to use His power on your behalf to help you. 

Change your mind and believe.  

 

Believe 

There is a big difference between having knowledge and believing. We all know 

that if, somehow, Jesus could walk through the wall of our home right now … He 

would do the same thing He has always done. He would cast out devils, heal the 

sick, open the eyes of the blind, and so forth. God does not change. Jesus does not 

change.  

 

Hebrews 13:8 KJV Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever. 

 

None of us have a problem believing that. What we do have a problem with is that 

He will do that from within us. "Christ in us" is the mystery of the gospel. "The 
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anointed One in us" is the truth we must believe. We are the temple of God. We are 

going to leave the "mark" where Jesus set it, 

 

Mark 16:18 They [Believers] shall lay hands on the sick and they shall recover. 

 

THAT IS THE MARK WE ARE STRIVING TOWARD! 

 

The Lord said to me one time, "My Word carries no less power today than when I 

spoke, 'Light be!'"  

 

His word is alive and will still create today. It will create in your body. It will 

create in other people's body. The Word of God is alive and full of power. 

 

Hebrews 4:12 AMPC For the Word that God speaks is alive and full of power 

[making it active, operative, energizing, and effective]; it is sharper than any 

two-edged sword, penetrating to the dividing line of the breath of life (soul) 

and [the immortal] spirit, and of joints and marrow [of the deepest parts of 

our nature], exposing and sifting and analyzing and judging the very thoughts 

and purposes of the heart. 

 

I Have A Grace Prepared For You 

 

"I have a grace prepared for you.  The only access into it is to believe it." 

 

"The Kingdom of God is only for those who walk perfect & upright before Me.  

However, Jesus made the Kingdom available to you by His grace. The only access 

into it is by faith in His grace. You have no other means except to believe it. As the 

Israelites drove out the physical enemies, so you must drive out doubt, fear, and 

unbelief, using the Sword that the Spirit wields. All of the Armor of God is 

necessary. You cannot discard even one part." 

 

"The Kingdom was resident within Israel when, as yet, they had no land of their 

own. They only had the promise. As they moved forward, I proceeded from within 

their camp to drive out the enemies before them. The Kingdom is within you. You 

have the promises of certain possessions, but if you will move forward, wielding 

the Sword of the Spirit, I will drive doubt, fear, and unbelief from before you in 
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order that you may possess these promises. The Kingdom of God suffereth violence 

and the violent take it by force." 

 

 The Israelites kept complaining while in the wilderness. They provoked God ten 

times. Finally, God told Moses He was not going with them, but would send an 

angel to go with them instead. Moses interceded saying, "Unless you go with us, 

do not send us." God then agreed to go with them. 

 

God instructed Moses to build a tabernacle that would be in the center of the 

Israelite's encampment. All the people could literally see the pillar of smoke by day 

and the pillar of fire by night rising from the Holy of Holies of that tabernacle. 

What an awesome sight that must have been. By that method, God was literally 

with them when they went forward to possess the Promised Land.  

 

They did not go into warfare alone …and we are not going into warfare alone. In 

much the same way that God tabernacled in the midst of them, He is now 

tabernacling in us!  

 

1 Corinthians 3:16 KJV Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that 

the Spirit of God dwelleth in you? 

 

1 Corinthians 6:19 KJV What? know ye not that your body is the temple of 

the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your 

own? 

 

"Wielding the Sword of the Spirit." That means … No matter what our 

circumstances are, our stance must remain. "It is written. It is written. It is written." 

We must keep the Word of God in our heart and in our mouth.  

 

We are repenting, changing our mind, and agreeing with Jesus. 

 

"The time is fulfilled." I believe you Jesus. 

 

"The kingdom of God is at hand." I believe you Jesus. I believe what you said. 
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On The Threshold Of Believing 

 

Just after midnight this morning, the Lord said two things to me, "You are on the 

threshold of believing Me. Remember Ephesians Chapter 6.  Your battle is not with 

flesh and blood, but against spiritual enemies. The things I said to Moses & Joshua 

concerning victory over men, you must translate as victory over spirits. For 

example: when I told Joshua, "No man shall be able to stand before thee all the 

days of thy life," you must read as, "No spirit shall be able to stand before me all 

the days of my life." 

 

"Also, draw the parallels I have shown you between Moses & Jesus.  For example: 

"As I was with Moses, so I will be with thee," you must read as, "As I was with 

Jesus, so I will be with you." 

 

"I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee, Gary." 

 

Believing Jesus begins by agreeing with God's Word.  

 

Amos 3:3 KJV Can two walk together, except they be agreed? 

 

One of the tools we use to recode the brain involves speaking the Word of God. 

Agree with it and speak it. Agree with Jesus. Say what He said.  

 

Say, "As you were with Moses, and as you were with Joshua, so you are with me. 

No demon will be able to stand before me all the days of my life."  

 

Say, "As you were with Jesus, so you are with me." Religion asks how we can say 

such a thing, and we respond, "I shall do the same works as Jesus. It is the Father 

doing the works. The Father is in Christ and Christ is in me. I received power when 

the Holy Ghost came upon me. I believe and I do the same works He did."  

 

The gospel is so simple, really. Christ is continuing His ministry through our 

bodies now instead of the one He had in the four gospels. Jesus is the SEED. He 

has been planted in us. As that tree comes to maturity, it bears the same fruit!
